Photographing Your Event

 

· Make sure that the image capture person, i.e., photographer knows what they are doing.  Don’t assume they can shoot a running race or sports if their specialty is weddings and portraits.

 

· Digital imaging is where it’s at today. There is absolutely no excuse to use film.

 

· Make sure that you thoroughly understand that any small token or fee that is paid for copyright access is just that…access to all the images. Get in writing the arrangement, as well as a CD of all the images.

 

· High resolution images are a must. Nothing less than 3800 x 2600 pixels.

 

· Make sure that there is a good line of communication between the event managers and pre-communication.

  

· Be prepared for some special requests from some of the runners.

 

· Use and support customers not only in their running day experience, but also with marketing other products that can be incorporated into the presentation.

 

· Video is a little bit more dynamic, but can offer a nice opportunity to display the event not only to the runners, but to sponsors, supporters and that type of thing.

 

· Video capture should be done on conventional 4 x 3 or 640 x 480, but high definition is usually available for projection purposes.

 

· It is not difficult to videotape the finish of the entire race if this is productive by having an individual assigned to the video camera and using the stop and start mode.

 

· Don’t forget that the key of adding value for the customer or some of the other products that are available.

 

· The price point that you will see on our SmugMug account detail an adequate margin for all parties, including a percentage to be donated to the sponsoring charity or cause, but this needs to be communicated thoroughly ahead of time.

 

· Don’t assume just because somebody has a camera and a long lens that they know what they are doing.  At the same time capitalize on people that seem to know what they are doing to augment the professional support that you may be contracting for.
